JOB SUMMARY

This position is responsible for assisting with the construction, maintenance, and repair of county roads, rights-of-way, bridges, ditches, and drainage systems.

MAJOR DUTIES

· Assists with constructing, maintaining, and repairing county roads, rights-of-way, bridges, ditches and drainage systems.

· Installs drainage pipes.

· Locates underground utilities.

· Assists in driveway maintenance.

· Operates a variety of hand and power tools.

· Applies cold patch to county roadways.

· Assists in the repair and installation of road signs; places barricades and flags traffic.

· Cleans ditches and drainage systems.

· Assists with the maintenance of vehicles and equipment, including checking fluid levels, changing oil, and checking air, tires, blades, belts, hoses, and lubrication.

· Assists in cleaning and maintaining county-owned buildings.

· Runs errands as requested.

· Washes and cleans county road maintenance equipment and vehicles.

· Performs related duties.

KNOWLEDGE REQUIRED BY THE POSITION

· Knowledge of safety procedures pertaining to road maintenance and repair work.

· Skill in operating and maintaining light and heavy equipment and road maintenance and repair tools and equipment.

· Skill in the use of such tools as chain saws, jackhammers, shoves, saws, mowers, and various hand tools.

· Skill in operating a two-way radio.

· Skill in following instructions.

SUPERVISORY CONTROLS

The Road Supervisor assigns work in terms of somewhat general instructions. The supervisor spot-checks completed work for compliance with instructions and established procedures, accuracy, and the nature and propriety of the final results.

GUIDELINES

Guidelines include county and department policies and procedures, safety rules and regulations, traffic laws, and supervisory instructions. These guidelines are generally clear and specific, but may require some interpretation in application. 

COMPLEXITY/SCOPE OF WORK

· The work consists of related road maintenance and repair duties. Inclement weather and traffic conditions contribute to the complexity of the work.

· The purpose of this position is to perform manual labor maintenance and repair duties. Successful performance in this position helps ensure clean, attractive and safe roadways for community residents.

CONTACTS

· Contacts are typically with co-workers, other county employees, and the general public.

· Contacts are typically to give or exchange information and provide services.

PHYSICAL DEMANDS/ WORK ENVIRONMENT

· The work is typically performed while sitting, standing, walking, stooping, bending, or crouching. The employee occasionally lifts light and heavy objects, climbs ladders, uses tools or equipment requiring a high degree of dexterity, and must be able to distinguish between shades of color.

· The work is typically performed outdoors. The employee is exposed to noise, dust, dirt, grease, machinery with moving parts, and inclement weather. The work requires the use of protective devices such as masks, goggles, and gloves.
