[bookmark: a.-invitation]A. Invitation
1. Sealed Proposals are invited and will be received by Wayne County, Georgia for residential solid waste collection services subject to strict performance standards, reporting requirements, and enforceable service level obligations.
1. Proposals must be delivered to and be on file with the office of the Wayne County Board of Commissioners on or before June 05, 2026, 5:00 p.m. at which time the bidding will be closed. NO PROPOSALS WILL BE ACCEPTED AFTER THIS DESIGNATED TIME.
1. The County reserves the right to reject any and/or all proposals, and to make an award in any manner, consistent with law, deemed in the best interest of the County.
1. Mandatory Pre-Bid Conference. A mandatory pre-bid conference will be held for all prospective proposers to review the scope of work, specifications, and contractual requirements of this Request for Proposal.

· Proposers shall sign an attendance sheet at the conference. It is the responsibility of each proposer to ensure that their attendance is properly recorded.
· Failure to attend the mandatory pre-bid conference shall result in the proposal being deemed non-responsive and it will not be considered for award.

1. Wayne County, Georgia invites and will receive Proposals on the forms attached hereto, all information on which must be appropriately completed.
1. The envelopes containing the proposals must be sealed and addressed to the Wayne County Board of Commissioners, 341 East Walnut Street, Jesup, Georgia 31546, and plainly marked “County Curbside Collection Proposal.”
[bookmark: c.-insurance]C. Insurance
1. Insurance coverage shall be carried with an insurance company licensed to do business in the State of Georgia.
1. Insurance shall be obtained prior to commencement of work and shall remain in force throughout the period of the contract.
1. Wayne County shall be named as additional insured on the policy.
1. Contractor is responsible for any and all deductibles.
1. Required minimum coverage:
0. Bodily Injury: 	$1,000,000

0. Property Damage: 	$1,000,000

0. Accidental Death:	 $1,000,000 per person per accident

6.	 Additional Required Coverage:

a. Workers’ Compensation Insurance as required by the State of Georgia

b. Automobile Liability Insurance covering all owned, non-owned, and hired vehicles used in performance of the contract with limits not less than $1,000,000 combined single limit

c. Umbrella or Excess Liability Insurance with minimum limits of $2,000,000
All policies shall remain in effect for the duration of the contract and any renewal periods.

[bookmark: d.-contract-award]D. Contract Award
1. The contract, if awarded, will be based on the summation of the lump sum amounts bid and the products of the quantities of items listed at the unit prices bid. In case of a discrepancy between the total shown in the Proposal and that obtained by adding the products of the quantities of the items at the unit prices, the unit prices as written out in words in the Proposal Form shall govern and any errors found in said products, and in the addition, will be corrected.
1. The County retains the right to award the Contract whether on the Base Bid or any combination of items it chooses; provided, however, that award shall be made on a best-value basis and not on price alone.
0. Proposals will be evaluated using the following weighted criteria: Price (40%); Experience and Past Performance (25%); Operational Plan and Route Reliability (15%); Customer Service and Complaint Resolution Plan (10%); Equipment, Staffing, and Contingency Capacity (10%).
0. The County may reject the lowest-priced proposal if, in the judgment of the County, the proposer has not demonstrated the experience, staffing, equipment, customer-service capability, financial capacity, or past performance necessary to provide reliable residential waste collection services.
1. The County’s intent is to award the entire contract to one contractor. The contract shall be deemed as having been awarded when formal notice of award has been mailed by the County to the Contractor by certified mail, return receipt requested.
1. The contractor to whom the contract has been awarded shall be required to execute two (2) copies of the contract on the form attached hereto, or such form as may mutually be agreed upon by the County and the selected contractor, and to furnish insurance certificates as required.
0. In case of refusal or failure to execute the contract within twenty (20) days after receipt of formal notice to award, the contractor shall be considered to have abandoned all rights and interests in the award and bid security may be declared forfeited to the County as liquidated damages. The award may then be made to the next best qualified contractor or the work rebid as the County may elect. Such forfeited security shall be the sole remedy of the County.
0. As a condition of award, the successful proposer shall, if requested by the County, provide a performance bond, letter of credit, or other security acceptable to the County in an amount to be determined during contract negotiations to secure faithful performance of the contract.
5.	The County may consider alternate pricing for front-load container services in determining the most advantageous proposal but reserves the right to award such services separately.
[bookmark: e.-contract-term]E. Contract Term
1. The initial term of this Agreement shall be three (3) years, commencing on the effective date and expiring on December 31, 2029, unless earlier terminated in accordance with the Contract Documents.
1. The County may, in its sole discretion, extend the contract for up to two (2) additional one-year renewal terms by written notice delivered to the Contractor not less than ninety (90) days before expiration of the then-current term.
1. There shall be no automatic renewal. Any extension or renewal must be approved in writing by the County. The County may elect not to renew for any reason or for no reason.
Notwithstanding any other provision contained herein, this contract shall terminate immediately and absolutely at such time as appropriated and otherwise unobligated funds are no longer available to satisfy the obligations of the County under this contract.

[bookmark: a.-related-documents]A. Related Documents
1. These specifications.
1. Addenda issued prior to receipt of Proposal Bid Form.
1. Contract Documents.
[bookmark: b.-bidders-representation]B. Bidder’s Representation
1. Each Bidder shall represent that by submitting bid, the Bidder has:
0. Read and understands the bidding documents;
0. Fully acquainted himself with conditions relating to the scope and restrictions attending the execution of the work under the contract;
0. Obtained information concerning the conditions at locations that may affect this work.
1. The failure or omission of any Bidder to receive or examine any form, instrument, addendum or other documents or to acquaint himself with existing conditions shall in no way relieve him of any obligations with respect to the bid or to the Contract. The County shall make all such documents available to the Bidder.
The Bidder shall make its own determination as to conditions and shall assume all risk and responsibility and shall complete the work in and under conditions encountered or created, without extra cost to the County.
Except with respect to events or conditions which are not discoverable, the Contractor’s attention is directed to the fact that all applicable State Laws, County ordinances, and the rules and regulations of all authorities having jurisdiction over the work to be performed shall apply to the Contract throughout, and they shall be deemed to be included in the Contract as though written out in full in the Contract.
[bookmark: c.-document-discrepancies]C. Document Discrepancies
1. Should the Bidder find discrepancies in, or omissions from, the documents, notification shall be made at once to Wayne County Board of Commissioners. Requests for interpretations of these specifications shall be made in writing to the Wayne County Board of Commissioners no later than five (5) days prior to receipt of Proposals.
1. Any subsequent instructions to Bidder will be issued in the form of addenda to the specifications, and sent to the Bidder.
0. Addenda are written or graphic instruments issued prior to the award of service, which may modify or interpret the bidding documents by deletion, additions, clarifications or corrections.
0. Addenda shall become part of the contract award when the award is made.
0. All addenda shall be enumerated in the Bid Form.

1. All proposals shall be prepared, with all blanks being completed and signed by the Bidder on the forms attached hereto.
1. In order for a bid to be considered, the following documents shall be submitted with the bid:

1. The Bidder acknowledges that Wayne County reserves full freedom, in addition to the right to reject any and all proposals, to evaluate proposals based upon all factors relevant to best value, including but not limited to price, prior experience with the proposer, documented performance history, customer-service capability, complaint-response procedures, route reliability, equipment and backup equipment, staffing levels, financial strength, references from similarly situated local governments, and any other factor deemed by the County to be in its best interest.
1. The County may request interviews, clarifications, additional references, service records, complaint histories, litigation histories, safety records, and any other information reasonably necessary to evaluate responsibility and responsiveness.
[bookmark: f.-competency-of-proposer]F. Competency of Proposer
All proposals shall provide, at a minimum:
1. A list of current and recent customers receiving services similar to those requested by the County, including addresses, contact persons, email addresses, and telephone numbers;
1. The Bidder’s financial statement for the most current fiscal year;
1. A description of the equipment, spare equipment, carts, route-management technology, and personnel to be used in performing the services requested by the County;
1. A customer-service plan, including local or regional call-handling procedures; and
1. A description of any default, termination for cause, liquidated damages assessment, material cure notice, major service disruption, or litigation involving municipal or county collection contracts within the past five (5) years.
1. A detailed transition and start-up plan describing how the Contractor will implement services, including cart delivery schedule, route setup, staffing, public notification, and timeline to full operational status.
[bookmark: g.-disqualifications-of-bidder]G. Disqualifications of Bidder
1. Although not intended to be an exhaustive list of causes for disqualification, any one or more of the following causes, among others, may be considered sufficient for the disqualification of a Bidder and the rejection of this proposal:
0. Evidence of collusion among Bidders;
0. Default on a previous municipal or county contract for failure to perform;
0. Lack of competency as revealed by financial statements, experience, equipment statements, or other factors;
0. Disqualifying relationship to an employee of Wayne County;
0. Chronic service failures, default notices, or termination for cause on other municipal or county contracts within the past five (5) years;
0. Failure to disclose material service failures, litigation, or regulatory violations.
1. The Board of Commissioners will be the judge of disqualification.
[bookmark: iii.-terms-and-conditions]III. TERMS AND CONDITIONS
[bookmark: a.-rates]A. Rates
1. For collection and disposal services required herein, the charges shall be the rates as fixed by the Contract Documents.
1. All new services shall be generated by the Contractor.
[bookmark: b.-escalation]B. Escalation
Annual adjustment of rates will be made to reflect the increase in the cost of operations, as follows:
1. Annual CPI Adjustments: Commencing one year after the initiation of service, and once annually during the term of the agreement, the basic rate may be adjusted on each anniversary of the effective date in an amount equal to the percentage increase in the Consumer Price Index for all urban consumers (water, sewer, and trash collection services), U.S. City Average, as published by the United States Department of Labor, Bureau of Labor Statistics, using the most recently available trailing 12-month average compared to the preceding 12-month period.
1. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the County may withhold, reduce, or defer any annual increase if the Contractor is then in default, has failed to meet the performance standards set forth in the Contract Documents during the preceding twelve (12) months, or owes liquidated damages or other amounts to the County.
[bookmark: c.-collection-of-payments]C. Collection of Payments
The Contractor will invoice the County for all residential units provided service by the Contractor. The County and Contractor shall mutually agree upon the initial number of residential units to be billed at the commencement of the contract.
The Contractor shall provide monthly reports identifying all active accounts, new accounts, and discontinued accounts.
The County reserves the right to audit and verify the number of residential units billed at any time. Any discrepancies identified shall be corrected in the subsequent billing cycle.

[bookmark: d.-contractor-billings-and-collections]D. Contractor Billings and Collections
The Contractor will bill the County for service rendered within ten (10) days following the end of the month.
1. Such billing and payment shall be based on the price rates and schedules set forth in the Contract Documents.
1. The Contractor shall be responsible for furnishing any necessary software and equipment required for billing and collections.
1. County will remit payment within thirty (30) days.
[bookmark: e.-monthly-reporting]E. Monthly Reporting
Contractor shall submit with each monthly invoice a report showing the number of active residential units billed, missed pickups, recovered pickups, route delays, complaint totals, complaint resolution times, and any liquidated damages or service credits due or disputed.
[bookmark: f.-transferability-of-contract]F. Transferability of Contract
Other than by operation of law, no assignment of the contract or any right accruing under this contract shall be made in whole or in part by the Contractor without the express written consent of the County, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld; in the event of any assignment, the assignee shall assume the liability of the Contractor.
[bookmark: g.-default-cure-termination]G. Default; Cure; Termination
1. If the Contractor fails to perform any material obligation under the Contract Documents, the County may issue a written notice of default describing the deficiency.
1. For missed collections, route delays, complaint-response failures, reporting failures, equipment or staffing shortages affecting service, or other operational deficiencies, the Contractor must fully cure the deficiency within five (5) calendar days after notice, unless a shorter time is required by another contract provision or the County reasonably determines that immediate action is necessary.
1. Commencing corrective action alone shall not constitute cure; the deficiency must be fully corrected within the applicable cure period.
1. Three (3) similar service failures, repeated missed routes, or repeated complaint-response failures within any sixty (60) day period may be deemed a material breach, whether or not each individual event is cured.
1. The County may terminate the contract immediately or on such notice as it deems appropriate for chronic nonperformance, material breach, repeated default, false certifications, abandonment of routes, insolvency, or failure to maintain required insurance, licenses, staffing, or disposal arrangements.

[bookmark: a.-permits-and-licenses]A. Permits and Licenses
The Bidder shall obtain all permits, licenses and certifications, paying all fees as required, for performing the service described herein.
[bookmark: b.-nondiscrimination]B. Nondiscrimination
The Contractor shall not discriminate against any person because of race, sex, age, creed, color, religion, or national origin.
[bookmark: c.-indemnity]C. Indemnity
The Contractor will indemnify and save harmless the County, its officers, agents, servants and employees from and against any and all suits, actions, legal proceedings, claims, demands, damages, costs, expenses and attorney’s fees resulting from a willful or negligent act or omission of the Contractor provided, however, that the Contractor shall not be liable for any suits, actions, legal proceedings, claims, demands, damages, costs, expenses and attorney’s fees arising out of the award of this contract or a willful or negligent act or omission of the County, its officers, agents, servants, and employees.

Contractor shall inform all residents of complaint procedures, contact methods, regulations, day(s) for scheduled refuse collection, holiday schedule adjustments, cart placement requirements, and procedures for reporting missed pickups. Such notice shall include at least a toll-free or local telephone number, email address, website or portal information, and any County-designated escalation contact.
[bookmark: e.-notice]E. Notice
A letter properly addressed and sent by certified mail or registered mail to any party at the addresses provided below shall constitute sufficient notice whenever written notice is required for any purpose of this agreement. [bookmark: v.-general-specifications]V. GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS
[bookmark: a.-office-location]A. Office Location
1. The Contractor shall maintain a staffed customer-service office or call center, whether local or regional, through which Wayne County staff and residents can communicate regarding service issues during normal business hours and through a 24-hour message or online reporting system after hours.
1. The Contractor’s customer-service operation shall be equipped with sufficient telephones, staffing, and systems to answer calls promptly, record complaints, track service requests, and provide status updates.
0. During normal business hours on collection days, the Contractor shall maintain a responsible customer-service representative in charge and capable of coordinating with field operations.
1. Point of Contact. All dealings, contacts, notices, complaints, and escalations between the Contractor and the County shall be directed to the Contractor’s designated contract manager and the County Administrator or designee. The Contractor shall designate primary and backup management contacts authorized to resolve service issues.
[bookmark: b.-hours-of-operation]B. Hours of Operation
Collection of refuse materials shall not start before 6:00 a.m. nor continue after 6:00 p.m. on the same day, Monday through Friday.
[bookmark: c.-holidays]C. Holidays
The following holidays are recognized by Wayne County:
1. New Year’s Day
1. Martin Luther King, Jr. Day
1. Memorial Day
1. Independence Day
1. Labor Day
1. Thanksgiving Day
1. Christmas Day
The Contractor shall designate in its proposal which of the above holidays it will observe. The Contractor shall provide its proposed holiday schedule, including any service delays or adjustments, as part of its submission. The Contractor shall notify Wayne County no less than two (2) weeks in advance of any holiday-related service changes.
[bookmark: d.-performance-standards]D. Performance Standards
1. Contractor shall complete not less than ninety-eight percent (98%) of all scheduled collections on the scheduled service day.
1. No route shall remain incomplete more than one (1) business day without prior written approval of the County.
1. Contractor shall maintain sufficient drivers, helpers, mechanics, supervisors, route-management personnel, vehicles, and backup vehicles to perform services without interruption.
1. Contractor shall provide the County, upon request, route-completion reports, missed-pickup reports, complaint logs, and GPS or similar service-verification data sufficient to confirm performance.
[bookmark: X800e7a2955ff71343d8e474dc41f4bd027e2cad]E. Liquidated Damages and Service Credits
1. Because the parties recognize that failure to collect residential waste in a timely manner causes substantial public inconvenience and administrative burden that is difficult to quantify precisely, the Contract may provide for liquidated damages or service credits, including but not limited to the following: (a) missed pickup not cured within twenty-four (24) hours: $25.00 per occurrence; (b) route not completed on scheduled day: $500.00 per affected route; (c) systemic service failure affecting more than five percent (5%) of residential stops in a week: $2,000.00 per week; (d) failure to maintain required complaint logs, provide reports, or respond to County escalations: $50.00 per occurrence or such other amount negotiated in the final contract.
1. Assessment of liquidated damages shall not be the County’s exclusive remedy and shall not preclude default, cure notice, termination, withholding of payment, or any other contractual remedy.
[bookmark: f.-complaints]F. Complaints
Complaints may be made directly to the Contractor or to the County.
1. The Contractor shall acknowledge all complaints no later than four (4) hours after receipt during business hours and no later than the next business morning for complaints received after hours.
1. In the case of missed scheduled collections or other service failures, the Contractor shall investigate and, if verified, collect the refuse or otherwise cure the service failure within twenty-four (24) hours after the complaint is received, unless prevented by an event approved by the County in writing.
1. The Contractor shall maintain a written or electronic complaint log showing the date and time received, resident address, nature of complaint, action taken, time resolved, and whether the complaint was escalated by the County. The complaint log shall be provided to the County monthly and upon request.
1. Repeated complaints concerning the same route, neighborhood, or service issue may be treated by the County as evidence of systemic service failure.
[bookmark: vi.-scope-of-work]VI. SCOPE OF WORK
[bookmark: a.-general]A. General
1. The work under this contract shall consist of the items contained in these Specifications, including all supervision, materials, equipment, labor and all other items necessary to fully complete said work in accordance with the Contract Documents.
1. The County estimates that the approximate number of Residential Units to be initially serviced under the contract is 8,134. The County makes no representation as to the reliability of its estimate for Residential Units. Unit Price computations for Residential Units shall be based upon such estimate.
1. The County will provide the Contractor with a current list of residential service addresses at the commencement of the contract and will provide periodic updates as needed.
1. Requests for additional carts beyond the standard service level shall be coordinated directly between the resident and the Contractor. Any additional cart shall be paid for by the resident in accordance with the Contractor’s approved rate schedule.
[bookmark: b.-use-of-containers]B. Use of Containers
[bookmark: roll-out-carts]1. Roll Out Carts
1. It shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to ensure that each residential unit maintains a like or similar cart during the duration of the contract. The carts will be a minimum of 95-gallon capacity rollout plastic containers with plastic lids.
1. The Contractor shall deliver carts for new services and replace carts on an ongoing basis. Cart delivery and replacement services shall occur no less than two (2) days per week, on days selected by the Contractor. The Contractor shall maintain consistent service days throughout the term of the contract unless otherwise approved in writing by the County. A sufficient minimum number of rolling carts shall be maintained in inventory by the Contractor.
1. All carts shall be maintained so as to function as designed by the manufacturer.
72. Any rollout carts damaged or destroyed due to the negligence or misuse of the resident shall be the responsibility of the resident.
72. The Contractor shall repair or replace carts with normal wear and tear, including missing or broken lids, wheels, or other functional components, as part of standard service.
[bookmark: c.-routes-of-collection]C. Routes of Collection
1. Collection routes shall be established by the Contractor and furnished to the County Commissioners Office.
1. Contractor shall submit a map designating the collection routes with days of pick-up to the County for approval, which approval shall not be unreasonably withheld.
1. At the commencement of the contract, the Contractor shall, at its own expense, notify each residential unit individually of the scheduled collection day or any changes thereto for the duration of the contract.
1. The Contractor shall publish at its own expense, at least once during each fiscal year, a map of such collection routes in the newspapers published in the immediate area. The published map shall be of such size to clearly show all pertinent information.
1. The Contractor may from time to time propose to the County Commissioners Office, for approval, changes in routes or days of collection.
1. Upon County approval of the proposed changes, Contractor shall promptly give written or published notice to the affected Residential Units.
1. Contractor shall furnish reports to County, when necessary, whenever delays occur or roads are skipped due to weather.
1. Contractor shall provide monthly route maps and, upon County request, route completion summaries identifying late routes, skipped roads, recovery routes, and the reasons for any delay.
1. New residential customers are responsible for contacting the Contractor directly to initiate service. Each new residential unit shall receive one (1) 95-gallon rollout cart as part of standard service.
[bookmark: d.-collection-equipment]D. Collection Equipment
1. The Contractor shall provide and continuously maintain an adequate number of collection vehicles, spare or backup vehicles, carts, repair capability, and other equipment necessary for regular and uninterrupted collection services.
1. With its proposal, the Contractor shall provide a fleet inventory identifying primary vehicles, backup vehicles, model years, capacities, and the location from which such vehicles will be dispatched.
1. All vehicles and other equipment shall be kept in good repair, appearance, and in a sanitary condition at all times.
1. Each vehicle shall have clearly visible on each side the identity and telephone number of the Contractor and shall be equipped with GPS or similar route-verification technology sufficient to allow the Contractor to document route completion and to provide such data to the County upon request.
[bookmark: e.-placement-for-collection]E. Placement for Collection
1. The rollout containers shall be placed at curbside for collection.
3. Curbside refers to that portion of right-of-way adjacent to paved or traveled County roadways.
3. Containers shall be placed as close to the roadway as practicable without interfering with or endangering the movement of vehicles or pedestrians.
1. When construction work is being performed in the right-of-way, containers shall be placed as close as practicable to an access point for the collection vehicle.
[bookmark: f.-collection-of-waste]F. Collection of Waste
1. Contractor shall provide curbside collection of residential garbage and refuse from each residential unit one (1) time per week. Rollout containers shall be placed at curbside by 5:00 a.m. on the designated collection day and removed the day of pick-up.
a. Contractor shall perform all scheduled collection routes on the designated service day unless delayed by an event approved by the County. Any missed or incomplete route shall be recovered as soon as practicable, and in all events no later than the next business day unless the County approves otherwise in writing.
b. Contractor shall provide backyard pick-up service to elderly or disabled residents as designated by the County. The County does not guarantee or represent the number of residents requiring backyard service at the commencement of the contract or during the term of the agreement.
c. The work under this Contract does not include the collection and disposal of debris resulting from natural disasters, including but not limited to hurricanes, floods, or other Acts of God. In the event of such occurrences, the Contractor may, upon request by the County, provide debris removal services under a separate agreement or amendment to this Contract.
d. Any variance in routes or schedules must be approved by the County

e. Contractor shall also provide collection service for disabled persons, who are unable by reason of age or infirmity to place their containers at curbside. Disabled persons will be determined by Contractor with the assistance of Wayne County, exercising reasonably good faith judgment, and Contractor will be so notified of such disabled persons. Proof of disability shall be provided to Contractor, upon request. Contractor agrees to collect waste of such disabled persons in any mutually convenient place on the premises of such disabled person, except Contractor will not be required to go into houses or other dwellings.

f. Ownership. Title to waste that the Contractor accepts shall pass to the Contractor when placed in Contractor’s collection vehicle, removed by Contractor from a container, or removed by Contractor from the Residential Unit, whichever last occurs.
g. Hauling. All refuse hauled by the Contractor shall be so contained, tied, or enclosed so that leaking, spilling, or blowing is prevented.
h. Disposal. All residential solid waste collected from within the County shall be transported and disposed of at the Republic Broadhurst Landfill. Disposal of residential solid waste at this facility shall be provided at no cost to Wayne County. The Republic Broadhurst Landfill is and shall always be during the term of the Agreement constructed and operated in accordance with O.C.G.A. 12-8-21, et seq., and all applicable laws and regulations.
i. Excluded Materials
The Contractor shall not be required to collect the following materials under this Contract unless otherwise specifically authorized in writing by the County:
· Hazardous waste, including but not limited to chemicals, paints, solvents, or medical waste 
· Tires, batteries, and automotive parts 
· Construction and demolition debris 
· Bulk waste items, including furniture and appliances 
· Yard waste, including limbs, brush, and vegetative debris 
The County reserves the right to separately procure services for the collection and disposal of such materials.
j.	County Facilities Front-Load Container Service (Alternate)
The County currently utilizes front-load container services at various County-owned facilities. Proposers shall provide pricing for these services as an alternate to the base residential collection contract.
The locations, container sizes, and service frequencies are provided in the Bid Form.
